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1. TYPOGRAPHIC INFORMATION

A4 paper, with margins of 2.5 cm on top, bottom, left and right sides, and all the text (including headers and captions) in “Times New Roman” font size 12 points with alineas: filled, linespacing as close as possible to the single line spacing1 (=6 lines per inch). Use no page numbers (we will add them centred and at the bottom of the page, and make sure that every paper begins on an odd page number, like requested by the academy). The printout will be black and white, so that one should make sure that the figures are readable without using colours.

Maximal length: 1 page for the summaries of the ongoing doctoral research work. 3 pages for the summaries of the selected formal presentations of nearly completed doctoral work; these are planned to last 20' (15'+5' for questions and discussions). The invited speakers have no page size limitations, but will be asked to limit their talk to 45’.

Title start 5 cm from top: Centred, boldface, 1 blank line (like this page).

Author(s): centred, boldface, 1 blank line (like this page). For multiple authors, information to the affiliation is referred to by using symbols like: (°, *, +, &, etc.).

Affiliation with full contact data: left aligned, italics: address, phone, fax, E-mail, 4 blank lines before the start of the text.

Titles of paragraphs in Capitals, Boldface, filled. The titles are numbered with dotted Arabic numbers, no indentation.

After the title and the text 1 line is left

Before the title at least 2 lines are left

Other rules are more obvious: no single lines at the top/bottom of a page, legend of figures on the same page as the figure and 

Formulas referred to have to be numbered. Eventual references in IEEE style. Language : 1 of the 3 Belgian official languages (Flemish, French or German (all 3 are strongly recommended) or English).

Accepted Word processors: WORD
